• Jury and Course Setting: 8:15 
• Course Inspection: 9:00- 9:30 
• First Run Women: 10:00, followed immediately by Men 
• Second Run: approximately 1:00

Directions to Cochran’s: From Interstate 89 at Exit 11 in Richmond proceed east on Route 2 to 
Richmond Village. Turn right at the stop light onto Bridge Street. Continue on Bridge Street over the 
red bridge to the Old Round Church (on left). Just past the Round Church turn left on Cochran Road. 
Drive approximately one mile; the ski area is on the right. Please obey posted speed limits on Cochran 
Road as Richmond Police patrol it regularly.  

Parking: Please follow all instructions from our parking attendants. Upper and lower lots available. 
Limited drop-off parking is available in the ski area upper lot. Please do not park on Cochran Road; 
cars may be towed if blocking any portion of the road.
